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Our Horses

Edda Hestar own around 30 Icelandic horses at this time.   They are a mixture of young untrained horses and brood mares as well as the working group, and at certain times of the year you may be lucky enough to see a foal or two with its mother.   Some of the horses were bred on the farm in Salisbury and some of them have been imported from Iceland, but they are all very individual characters.   They are good natured and steady with strong minds and bodies.   Most of the working horses are competed with on a regular basis at the Icelandic horse shows that are held around the country.

Age, weight and Riding Experience 

We like our riders to be minimum age of 10 (but from 10 to 16, they must be accompanied by a responsible adult).

Weight is something that we must consider, so please don’t think us rude if we ask whether you are round or not and if so, how much do you weigh.  The horses are very strong though, despite their size!  Take a look at some of the Icelandic men who ride them in Iceland where they have been bred exclusively.

Our horses are steady characters, but are not trekking horses.    They are well schooled, forward going and responsive, therefore, riding experience is an essential pre-requisite for our riding holidays.  Riders must be confident on horseback and / or be of intermediate standard.  Ability can be discussed over the telephone.  We have a variety of horses that can be matched according to our customers; however, none of them are ‘dobbins’.

Holidays can be tailored to individual requirements, to incorporate training (read on).

Fact Sheet (continued)

Standard or Custom Holidays

If you would like a holiday which contains a mixture of tuition on our Icelandic horses (or your own), and out riding in the local countryside, this is also possible!  Give us a call to talk over your requirements.    Holidays of longer than three days may include some demonstration time or lessons in the sand school (depending on the size of the group), so that the horses can have a rest.  If groups are small then this is not always necessary, though can be arranged if desired.

Groups or private riding

We like to take out groups of up to 6 riders, though larger groups may be considered for day rides according to the riding experience of the individuals and the availability of the horses.

Individual riding is also possible, though we must ask for a single person’s supplement (see price list).  If you are alone and would like to join other people for a holiday, please let us know and we will see what bookings are available.

Rules and regulations

For the safety of our horses and our riders we must ask you to read and, if in agreement, sign a sheet agreeing to certain conditions (e.g. hard hats must be worn when riding,  stay behind the leader of the group unless permission is given to pass etc), nothing unusual.

Though your personal safety is very important to us, please remember that horse riding is a dangerous activity so we strongly recommend you to take out personal accident insurance to cover the duration of your holiday.
